Mujeres Activas en Letras y Cambio Social (MALCS, Women Active in Letters and Social Change)

is an organization of Chicanas/ Latinas and Native American women working in academia and in
community settings with a common goal: to work toward the support, education and dissemination of
Chicana/ Latina and Native American women's issues. Chicanas/Latinas and Native American women
from a variety of institutions gather at this yearly Summer Institute to network, share information,
offer support and re-energize. The MALCS Summer Institute is one of the few places Chicanas/
Latinas and Native American women can come together without the influence of male and/or Euro-
American consciousness or opinion. While some charge that this is separatist, the MALCS reply is not
one of apology. This is our space. The dynamics of this Chicana/Latina and Native American woman
space is worth guarding, even in the face of criticism from those we respect and work with in our home
institutions. (Laredo, Texas, 1991)

We are the daughters of Chicano working class families involved in higher education. We were
raised in labor camps and barrios, where sharing our resources was the basis of survival. Our
values, our strength, derive from where we came. Our history is the story of working class
people—their struggles, commitments, strengths and the Chicano/Mexicano experience in the
United States. We are particularly concerned with the conditions women face at work, in and
out of the home. We continue our mothers’struggle for economic and social justice.

The scarcity of Chicanas in institutions of higher education requires that we join together

to identify our common problems, to support each other and to define collective solutions.
Our purpose is to fight the race, class and gender oppression we have experienced in the
universities. Further, we reject the separation of academic scholarship and community
involvement. Our research strives to bridge the gap between intellectual work and active
commitment to our communities. We draw upon a tradition of political struggle. We see
ourselves developing strategies for social change—a change emanating from our communities.
We declare the commitment to seek social, economic and political change throughout our
work and collective action. We welcome Chicanas who share these goals and invite them to

join us. (June, 1983).

Thursday July 31

Mill Creek Canyon is one of the most popular picnic destinations for Salt Lake City. The hiking and
picnicking opportunites amid its beautiful scenery make it a perfect spot for MALCSistas to hike,
lounge around a campfire, and commune with each other, as well as with nature. A shuttle bus will
transport conference attendees round trip from the campus to the canyon. The bus departs at 7:30pm
from the front entrance of the Chase M. Peterson Heritage Center and leaves the canyon at exactly
10:00 pm (the road out of the canyon is locked at 10:00pm). We have reserved the Fred Foyer picnic
area at Church Fork (3.05 miles from the base of the canyon). Surrounded by oak, maple, pine and
aspen trees at an elevation of 5,200 feet, this picnic spot is equipped with enough tables and seating for
50 people; a fire circle to build our bonfire, and restrooms. It also has several trails for those who want
to go for a short hike. In order to best enjoy the outing, some preparations are necessary. The canyon
may get a little cool once the sun goes down, so bring a hoodie or sweater. Mosquito repellent is also

a must this time of year. A flashlight would be helpful, too. No trash receptacles are provided on site;
please pack out all trash. Water faucets are located throughout the picnic area.

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If you choose to take your own transportation, here are directions:
To reach to Mill Creek Canyon take I-215 to Exit 4 (3900 South). Take Wasatch Boulevard
to 3800 South and turn east. The Forest boundary is 1.3 miles from Wasatch Boulevard. Be
prepared to pay a $2.25 vehicle toll oncce you leave the canyon.

Thursday July 31 Movie Night

For those not accompanying the group on the canyon excursion, we have provided another alternative
for your evening, courtesy of the Salt Lake City Film Center. In the Post Theater, we will be screening
Maid in America, a 58-minute film directed by Anayansi Prado. beginning at 8:00pm. Erica Torres,
Spanish language film series program coordinator for the Salt Lake City Film Center, will provide
opening remarks prior to the showing. Maid in America is an intimate look into the lives of three
Latina immigrants working as nannies and housekeepers in Los Angeles, three of the nearly 100,000
domestic workers living in that city today. Judith hasn't seen her four daughters for the two years since
she left Guatemala, but hopes to give them a better future by sending half her income back home.
Telma, from El Salvador, has cared for the now six-year-old Mickey since he was a baby, essentially
becoming his “mom” so his mother can keep her career on track. Eva, one of the thousands of college-
educated immigrants who have fled Mexico’s unstable economy; is attending night school to improve
her skills, and views housekeeping as a necessary transition. These women’s stories vividly reveal how
immigrants are redefining their roles, and underscores the vital role they play in many American
households. The issue of worker’s rights is introduced in the film through Dynamic Workers, a
collective of women who have formed their own business to provide job security and benefits, and
Domestic Workers Association, a support organization providing information and advocacy. A rare
view into what is becoming an increasingly common scenario, Maid in America offers insight both
into the immigrant experience, labor issues and contemporary Latino culture. The film is in Spanish/
English with Subtitles. It is not rated but is appropriate for all audiences.

Friday August 1 Awards Banquet

Dinner on Friday evening will be served during the 2008 MALCS Summer Institute Awards Banquet.
Cancun’s Restaurant will cater the meal. Beginning at 6:15 pm in the Heritage Center rooms 1A and
1B, the evening will be hosted by both Dr. Leticia Alvarez and Sonya M. Alemén.

Friday August 1 Noche de Cultura

Noche de Cultura begins at 8:00 pm in the Post Theater. The program includes University of
Minnesota’s Vice President and Vice Provost for Equity and Diversity Dr. Nancy “Rusty” Barcelé
performing songs featured on her newly released CD (available for purchase at the conference; all
proceeds are being donated to MALCS). She will be followed by Lucille Hunt, a Navajo storyteller.
Xela Macias, a Chicana performer, takes the stage next, performing her mujerista-conscious lyrics.
Open mic and spoken word follows. Lola Reyes will serve as master of ceremonies for the evening.

Saturday August 2 Mural Tour

One of Salt Lake City’s most celebrated Chicana artists and muralist, Ruby Chacén, has mapped
a bus ride from campus to the Mestizo Coffeehouse and Gallery that stops at three sites to view

Using the images of the women who serve on the MALCS
committee, I created a design intuitively about the essence and
theme of the conference: Mujeres (Re)member: Creating Spaces
of (Be)longing Across Latinidades and Indigenismas. The women
are the foundation that pass down their knowledge to future
generations (represented by the child). The child is connected to
her mother by an umbilical cord but it takes all the women to
nurture and belp grow the child until she is able to stand on ber
own.

Ruby Chacén was born in 1971 in Salt Lake City at the University of Utah hospital. A graduate from the University
of Utah College Of Fine Arts, Chacdn is a true Utah native who never saw the stories of her people or community
among the images in Utah history books, nor woven into the Utah narrative. After earning her degree, Chacén began
to discover her history as a Utah Chicana, as a Utahna.

As an artist, Chacdn uses her work as a way to infuse the Xicana, Mexikana, and indigenous stories into Utah’s public
institutions—educational, artistic, and even archives in libraries. Her art opens the doors to discoveries and pays
tribute to our historical record. It is a safeguard against revisionist history, protecting against those who would have
us feel like trespassers in our own land, on our own continent. Her art offers validation for those who come in search
of opportunity so they do not have to feel ashamed for their family’s struggle for survival, but can embrace their ability
to persevere. Her art provides a way to embrace their ability to rejoice, create, overcome and succeed, knowing that the
seeds of success lie in their own ancestral heritage.

Chacon says her paintings have become a reminder for her of who she is; the daughter and granddaughter of my
mother, her mother, and so forth.

“I am the product of all their stories and traditions, their struggles and their achievements. As I mature as an
artist, I find new material, new subjects. My work becomes less documentary and much more exploratory. I have
a fascination with the human form and the human experience. I am curious about lives, I am curious about my
connection to other people and their lives. I honor life. I am grateful to be alive, I am grateful to continue the long
path and tradition of my ancestors, to tell the story of humanity in pictures and symbols. My paintings are rooted
from my own personal journey and have blossomed into many directions. I explore the human experience from
all spectrums. There is only one single connection in all my work, one single lifeline; they come from my own voice
and experience as a Utabna, a Chicana, and an Artist. I am Apache, Tewa Pueblo, Spanish, Mestiza, Mexika,
Xicana, Chicana, American and Utabna. I am an Artist. These are my paintings. This is my insight. This is my
historical record.”

Chacén has received numerous awards and recognitions for her work including, but not limited to: The National
Cultural Heritage Award, The Salt Lake City Mayor’s Award for Visual Arts, The Governor’s Mansion Award for
Visual Arts. In 2006 she was nominated as Utahn of the year by the Salt Lake Tribune. In 2008 she was acknowledged
as one of the top 25 cultural power brokers in the state of Utah. Chacén is certain to be an artist who leaves her name
in the historical record as she discovers herself again and again.

She has
worked in higher education for over 35 years including UC Riverside,
Stanford University for 20 years, and CSU Monterey Bay. She has served
as a Commissioner on two Democratic Presidential Commissions;
International Women'’s Year and Commission on the Status of Hispan-
ics in Education. She has earned numerous awards and recognitions for
her contribution to Chicanas/os in education. Her late husband was Jose
Antonio Burciaga, a writer, muralist , poet and painter. She has two chil-
dren, Maria Rebeca Burciaga, who is a post-doctoral Fellow at UC Santa
Cruz, and Jose Antonio Burciaga who teaches special education students

in high school.

Ruby Chacén

A native of Utah, Chacén earned her degree from the University of Utah
as uses her voice to paint the stories of her community often absent from
our public narrative. She has been comissioned for several mural projects
throughout the state of Utah and paints her portraits on a grand scale,
countering the invisibility these images, stories, and lives have historically
suffered. She painted this year's MALCS Summer Institute artwork.

Cindy Cruz, Ph.D.

Cindy Cruz is an assistant professor in Education at UC Santa Cruz.
Her work is focused on testimonio, the social body, and LGBTQ youth,
and is taking a creative turn with the help of the Decolonial Thinking
Research Group at SUNY Binghamton. Cindy received her Ph.D. from
UCLA in 2006 and was awarded the Provost's Academic Diversity Post-
doctoral Fellowship at Cornell University. She is an activist, a storyteller,
and a closet poet.

Lucille Hunt

Lucille Hunt is a traditional Navajo storyteller and dancer. She was born
and raised in eastern Navajoland in New Mexico. She was introduced

to the English language at the age of six when she started school at the
Bureau of Indian Affairs boarding school in New Mexico. She lived in a

hogan next to her grandmother Haazbaa, from whom she learned many
of the traditional ways, dances and stories. She was raised in a hogan with
her seven sisters. She's married with 6 stepchildren and 2 foster daugh-
ters. Hunt has presented for Utah Humanities Council Road Scholar

for five years as a storyteller and is a recipient of their 2005 Storytelling
Merit Award in storytelling. She is currently employed as a Special Proj-
ects Officer and Native American Culture Advisor with an air ambulance
company. She is a volunteer tour guide for the Edge of the Cedars State
Museum of Puebloan Culture, a member of the Abajo Storyteller’s
Guild, and has founded and directs Desert Mountain Navajo Dancers,

a traditional dance group. Her passions are sharing traditional Navajo
stories and dances, translating materials from English to Navajo and from
Navajo to English, and writing short stories.

Ruby Tuesday

Ruby Cordova (“Ruby Tuesday”) is not originally from Utah but has
lived here for over 35 years. She has been a DJ for 25 years. She plays all
types of music in particular Latin Jazz. She often does events for Correc-
tional Facilities. She is extremely excited about being part of the MALCS

conference this year.

Xela Macias

Xela, better known as Cihuatl Ce co-founder of Los Angeles based
womyn's group Cihuatl Tonali, urges youth, especially young women,

to invoke their inner strength for the betterment and preservation

of Tonantzin (mother earth). Her words encourage our children to
cultivate the cultural seeds of ancestral knowledge in the fertile fields of
their minds. A mutli-media fusion of hip hop and indigenous sounds her
lyrics raise awareness of issues affecting intra-cultural rape-victims and
their aggressors, and notes that both are born as an adverse reaction to
the sickness brought by the initial invaders of our sacred land, manifested
through capitalism, and imposed on people of color daily through white
supremacy.

Margaret Montoya, Ph.D.

A member of the University of New Mexico law school faculty since
1992, Professor Montoya examines issues of race, ethnicity, gender and
language, along with cross-cultural discourse, often exploring these is-
sues in seminars that she teaches. She became the first Hispanic woman
accepted at Harvard Law School. She has contributed to a number of
anthologies and casebooks on legal topics involving race and gender and
brings a continuing interest in these areas to her teaching. Her particular
areas of expertise are affirmative action and the emerging area of critical
race pedagogy. Professor Montoya is the 2003-2004 interim Director of
the Southwest Hispanic Research Institute, The Institute was established
in 1980 to serve as the interdisciplinary center for the study of the His-
panic experience in the southwest. The broad purpose of the institute is
to promote teaching and research and to disseminate information, which
impacts Hispanic peoples and communities in the southwestern states
of Texas, New Mexico, Colorado, Arizona, and California and in Latin
America, especially Mexico.

Jacqueline Romanow, Ph.D.
Jacqueline Romanow is currently Acting Director of the Aboriginal
Governance program at the University of Winnipeg. She has Ph.D. in

Political Studies (International Relations) from Queen’s University and a

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Mastet’s degree (Economics) from the University of Manitoba. Her main
field of interest is in international human and indigenous rights, especial-
ly the work of international organizations in the field, such as the United
Nations, the International Labour Organization, and the Organization of
American States. All three have been active in the development and pro-
motion of emerging international norms and customary law in support of
the rights of indigenous peoples. Most recently, her research has focused
on cases before the Inter-American Human Rights system for the rights
of indigenous peoples to their traditional territories. Using human rights
models for norm implementation, she explored state level barriers to the
implementation of JACHR rulings for indigenous property rights in the
Ecuadorian Amazon and the Atlantic Coast of Nicaragua. In both cases,
the state signed contracts with transnational corporations to explore and
extract natural resources within traditional indigenous territories without
their prior, free and informed consent. Romanow has worked extensively
with indigenous communities in Canada as well as Latin America in the
fields of property rights, economic development and self-government.

Helen Tinhorn Salazar

Born for RedHouse (Kin cli chinii) and born into EdgeWater (Ta bahii),
Tinhorn Salazar is the only female child in her family. She has four half
brothers. The mother of 13 children, she has stressed education to her
children while she raised them. She speaks only Navajo. She has a corn
field, but due to many dry seasons and droughts in Utah, it has been a
challenge for her to grow corn, melons, and squash. She raises sheep in
order to use the wool for her art and for their meat. She also raises goats,
dogs, cats, rabbits, horses, and donkeys. She supports herself by selling
her hand woven rugs, Navajo wedding baskets, woven dresses, and by
making herbs. She is skilled in four types of weaving—a skill she has
passed down to her daughters—as well as the art of basketmaking and

herb making.

Deborah Kuetzpalin Vasquez, MFA
“My first lesson in color and history I learned from my grandmother Mapi,
who made pifiatas in all the colors I use in my paintings today. And with
her stories of running barefoot on cobblestone streets, she transported me to
her childhood in Mexico, and she taught me to love and become a part of a
country on which I bad yet stepped foot. Ama Juanita, my other grandmother,
died before I was born but she left our family a great legacy, our language.
From these mujeres came my first lessons in art, bistory, and language.”
Deborah Kuetzpalin Vasquez received a Bachelors of Arts from
Texas Woman's University in Denton, Texas and a Masters of Fine Arts
from the University of Wisconsin Madison. She received a certificate on
traditional culture from Universidad Nahuatl in Ocotepec, Mexico. She
has served as the Visual Arts Director at the Guadalupe Cultural Arts
Center in San Antonio, one of the largest Chicano/Latino organizations
in the nation. This year, she is completing a Visiting Professorship in the
Fine Arts Department at Our Lady of the Lake University and taking the
Visual Arts Program Coordinator position at the Guadalupe Cultural
Arts Center. She created the character “Citlali, La Chicana Super Hero”
because of the lack of positive images of her people in majority culture.
Citlali has become the focus of her artistic career, and with this charac-
ter she has participated in over thirty-five exhibitions including several
one-woman shows. She produced a lithograph of Citlali the graphic novel
character for a printmaking project at the University of Texas at San
Antonio. In 2007, she won a NALAC National Association of Latino
Arts and Culture award to complete a children’s book based on the Citlali
character.

Mary Ann Villareal, Ph.D.

Dr. Mary Ann Villarreal joined the history department at the University
of Colorado at Boulder in Spring of 2008. Her research focuses on south
Texas and the formation of a Texas Mexican identity through the lens

of business. A U.S. historian, her teaching areas include oral history, the
American West, and Chicano/a History. She is currently working on

her manuscript tentatively titled, Con Ganas y Amor: Texas Mexican
Women and Family Owned Businesses, 1930-1950. An oral historian,
Professor Villarreal published “Finding Our Place: Reconstructing Com-
munity through Oral History,” in The Oral Historian (Vol. 33, Issue 2),
2006. The article focused on conducting interviews in rural south Texas
and writing about women cantantes in South Texas. Here most recent ar-
ticle,“Becoming San Antonio's Own: Reinventing “Rosita,” was published

in the Journal of Women's History (Vol. 20, No. 2), 2008.

Jennifer Lisa Vest, Ph.D.

Jennifer Lisa Vest is a mixedblood (Florida Seminole/Black/Ger-

man) poet and philosopher from Chicago. She teaches philosophy and
Women'’s Studies as an Assistant Professor in the Philosophy department
at the University of Central Florida (Orlando). She obtained her Ph.D.
from the Ethnic Studies Dept at U.C. Berkeley where she wrote a dis-
sertation on Indigenous Native American and African philosophies and
is currently finishing a book on Academic Native American philosophy.
She has had her poetry published in five anthologies and four journals,
had her chapbook of poetry, Names published by Indigenous Speak in
Berkeley in 1997, has produced three poetry CDs, and was a 1997 mem-
ber of the San Francisco Poetry Slam team. More recently, she had begun
to combine the two genres into a new field she calls “philopoetics.” CDs of
her poetry can be obtained on her website- Mxdmessages.com.

Christine Zuni Cruz, Ph.D.

Christine Zuni Cruz came to the University of New Mexico law school
in 1993 to establish the Southwest Indian Law Clinic, which provides
students with a hands-on opportunity to practice Indian Law. She had
served as a tribal judge, a tribal gaming commissioner and been in private
practice for ten years. In her research and teaching, Zuni Cruz, a member
of Isleta Pueblo, explores law and culture, including the impact of law on
Indian families, the practice of Indian Law and lawyering for native com-
munities and the internal traditional and modern law of indigenous peo-
ples domestically and internationally. In 2001, she traveled to Greenland
where she helped teach an intensive course on international indigenous
human rights at the International Training Center of Indigenous Peoples.
She currently serves as an associate justice on the Isleta Appellate Court.
Previously, she was a tribal court judge with the Pueblo of Laguna, the
Pueblo of Taos. She also was presiding judge with the Isleta Court of Tax
Appeals and an appellate judge with the Southwest Intertribal Court of
Appeals. Zuni Cruz, the first pueblo woman to earn tenure as a law pro-
fessor, is editor-in-chief of the Tribal Law Journal, an on-line law journal
dedicated to the internal law of indigenous peoples.
